He plays guitar, piano, percussion 
and tin whistle. He performs alone, with the band “Music Town” and with the 
a capella group “The Uncalled Four”. Ken performs at school assemblies K-12; 
family nights; first nights; campfires for adults, families and schools; 
The Franklin Institute in Phila; Morris Museum; Camden Children’s Garden; 
storytelling and music festivals. Ken is also an actor in local theater and most 
recently played the part of Scrooge in the musical version of “A Christmas Carol”.

The songs on “Collection” range from the amusing to the poignant, from “Foolish
Questions” and “Mexican Rabbi” to “Summer of Love” and “Christmas in the
Trenches”. A sampling of songs for adults that Ken has collected and performed
over the years. “Wavin’ Joe” was honored by its inclusion on the Weird New Jersey
Magazine (www.weirdnj.com) latest compilation CD, “Local Heroes, Villains and
Artists of Weird NJ”.

This CD was made as a
demo so Les could play the songs for others who might want to sing them. “The
Railways of New York” (a love song), has been recorded by Jack Hudson.
“History Man” (an anti-war song), has been recorded by Hillary Spencer. 
“Heroes” is a song about the real heroes of 9/11 people have requested that Ken 
record. Ken says,"I was initially drawn to reciting Les's funny poems and found I
was inspired to put his serious and humorous poems to music. These are the
poems that called  out 'Sing Me, Sing Me'. What does Les think about my putting
his poems to music?
